Almost 70% of HK people oppose the extradition bill. Among all groups, people who
oppose significantly outnumbers the supporters.

The CE, the Police and the Central Government are considered as the most important
factors contributing to the present governance crisis. External forces are considered as an
unimportant factor among all groups.

60% of the people are dissatisfied with the overall performance of the Police in handling
the incidents. Views on whether the protesters have performed restrainedly or have resorted
to excessive violence are divided, though more people think that the protesters have used
too much violence.

All the major demands in the anti-extradition bill protests are supported by the public to
some extent. Among these demands, setting up an independent commission of inquiry and
complete withdrawal of the bill receive the most support.

The youngsters’ views are clearly different from those of other groups, their dissatisfaction
mainly stems from their distrust of the Government and the system, as well as their pursuit
of democracy and freedom. Working solely on the housing problems or focusing on
economic development cannot tackle the problem head on to resolve the current standoff.
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
