Vice Chairman of The Hong Kong Chamber of Education Centres Yam Wai Ho observed, “School classes in
Macau was suspended since September 25 and it was the resumption day yesterday. However, because a suspected
case has entered the community during border re-opening, Macau urgently announced the continued suspension
of classes yesterday. On the fourth day that Macau and the mainland implemented the quarantine-free border
arrangement, Macau was again plunged into a total suspension of classes.
