Yam Wai Ho, member of Alliance of Revitalizing Economy and Livelihood observed, “When

Chief Executive announced the quarantine-free travel last week, she pointed out that priority

would be given to business and civil purposes. In fact, Hong Kong people have made a lot of

concessions and sacrifices for quarantine-free border crossing, including all measures related

to ‘zero infection case’ and a lot of inconvenience caused by the strengthening of monitoring.

In the end, the only thing in exchange was the clearance of a small number of privileged

classes. This is believed to arouse the resentment of a large number of ordinary citizens who

have made sacrifices and concessions in support of travel clearance.”

Results of independent rating questions that do not involve choosing one 

among identities show that whether in terms of strength rating, importance 

rating or identity index, the identity of “Hongkongers” continues to rank 

first, followed by “Asians”, “global citizens”, “members of the Chinese 

race”, “Chinese” and “citizens of the PRC”.

Compared with half a year ago, all these figures have not registered 

significant changes, but the importance rating and identity index of 

“Hongkongers” have registered record lows since June 2017.
